John & Carol’s Fantastic adventure (Continued) 
After leaving Paris, they boarded our cruise ship the Insignia 
outside of Rome (Civitavecchia) Italy after touring Rome and 
the Vatican, Naples, and Pompeii.  An area like Italy is new 
and unique each time you visit.   Winter was coming this 
time and everyone was thinking of the holidays as we moved 
through our tours.  It was great fun to see things in the off 
season and actually have time to enjoy the wonder of an old 
and ancient world.  John especially enjoyed Pompeii and the 
extended time we spent at the Coliseum in Rome. We walked 
until we were ready to drop! 
 

Our first stop was Tuscany.  We toured Livorno 
and Lucca, and visited a winery in the Monte Carlo district of 
Tuscany before leaving Italy.  The following morning our ship 
docked in Marseille, France.  We promptly left the city for a 
tour of Provence where we explored the Pope’s Palace in 
Avignon and realized for the first time how much damage was 
done to the Catholic Churches during the French Revolution.  
On our trip back, we visited Les Baux de Provence in the 
southern flanks of the pre-Alps.  It is a beautiful and majestic 
location, with awe inspiring vistas on a long and narrow 
limestone plateau, and within sits a walled city which dates 
back to the third millennium. 
 
Barcelona, Spain was our next stop.  It is a beautiful and 
interesting city and you must see Sagrada Familia by Gaudi, a 
huge church that looks like it’s melting; however, driving 
north toward the Pyrenees Mountains and discovering 
Montserrat (over 1000 meters high), where you can see 
the elegant Black Madonna at the basilica, was even more 
wonderful. 
 
We moved on from Spain to Gibraltar, the following day and, 
after meeting the Barbary Apes, we discovered twenty-four 
miles of caves dug during WWII to hide the allied forces used 
to invade North Africa and defeat Rommel.  Tightly squeezed 
into a small area, this little piece of British history is 
fascinating. 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

Santa Cruz de Tenerife in the Cannery Islands, Spain was a 
pleasant surprise with its beautiful vistas, history, and location 
as a beach holiday destination for Europeans. New 
construction could be seen everywhere. 
 
Our stop at Porto Grande, Cape Verde Islands, Portugal,  was 
an interesting contrast; the Islands are still a third world area 
and the poverty was quite apparent.  Water is sparse and there 
are few natural resources. 
 
We were at sea for several days and we were transformed 
from Polliwog into the Secret Society of Shellbacks by King 
Neptune while crossing the Equator. 
 
Salvador, Brazil was our first stop in South America and the 
heat and humidity was overwhelming.  After a short walk to 
the marketplace, we actually turned around and went back to 
the comfort of the ship.  People told us the historical sites were 
great with slave markets etc. to see.  Rio de Janeiro is 
fabulous.  Copacabana Beach, where we stayed at the 
Marriott, is one of the most picturesque and beautiful 
beaches we have ever seen.  We loved the people, views, food 
and the culture were delightful and we can't wait to return!
